Ethelbert William Bullinger AKC (December 15, 1837 - June 6, 1913) was an Anglican clergyman, Biblical scholar, and ultradispensationalist theologian.

He was born in Canterbury, Kent, England, the youngest of five children of William and Mary (Bent) Bullinger. His family traced their ancestry back to Heinrich Bullinger, the Swiss Reformer.

His formal theological training was at King's College London from 1860-1861, earning an Associate's degree. After graduation, on October 15, 1861, he married Emma Dobson, thirteen years his senior. He later received a Doctor of Divinity degree in 1881 from Archibald Campbell Tait, Archbishop of Canterbury who cited Bullinger's "eminent service in the Church in the department of Biblical criticism."

Bullinger's career in the Church of England spanned 1861 until 1888. He began as associate curate in the parish of St. Mary Magdalene, Bermondsey in 1861, and was ordained as a priest in the Church of England in 1862. He served as parish curate in Tittleshall from 1863-1866; Notting Hill from 1866-1869; Leytonstone, 1869-1870; then Walthamstow until he became vicar of the newly established parish of St. Stephen's in 1874. He resigned his vicarage in 1888.

In the spring of 1867, Bullinger became clerical secretary of the Trinitarian Bible Society, a position he would hold till his death in 1913. Bullinger was editor of a monthly journal Things to Come subtitled A Journal of Biblical Literature, with Special Reference to Prophetic Truth. The Official Organ of Prophetic Conferences for over 20 years (1894-1915) and contributed many articles.

the heaven and the earth. With Hebrew Particle "eth before each, emphasizing the article "the", and thus distinguishing both from Genesis 2:1. "Heavens" in Hebrew, always in plural. See note on Deuteronomy 4:26.

Shinar = Babylonia, and is to be distinguished from Assyria (Isaiah 11:11).

Nineveh. The competitor of Babylon as the capital of Assyria.

Peleg = division. His generations reserved till Genesis 11:10-27. 

divided. Hebrew. palag, to cleave. In verses: Genesis 10:5, Genesis 10:32, parad, to break off. In Deuteronomy 32:8 it is nahal, to divide for an inheritance.

families, &c. Note the thrice-repeated fourfold division in verses: Genesis 10:5, Genesis 10:20. See App-10.

Eber. See above, Genesis 10:24. Peleg born (Genesis 10:25) Genesis 10:14 years before Genesis 11:9.

Peleg. See above, Genesis 10:25 (Luke 3:36, Phalec).

Terah. Name probably = traveller. 

Verse 27
Generations of Terah. The centre of the eleven. See page 1 and App-29. Abram the youngest comes first (born 1996). Compare Shem (Genesis 10:21), Jacob (Genesis 25:23; Genesis 27:15), Ephraim (Genesis 48:20). 

Verse 28
before his father. The first death so recorded. Ur = the Uru or "city" of the cuneiform texts. Now = Mugheir on W. bank of Euphrates.

Terah took. Terah being 200 and Abram 70. Compare Genesis 15:7. Joshua 24:3. Nehemiah 9:7. Acts 7:2-4. Hebrews 11:8. 

daughter in law = daughter by another wife. See App-29. 

they. Others beside those named. Compare Genesis 24:10, Genesis 24:15; Genesis 29:10. 

Ur = a city of great pretensions. Recent excavations show luxury and attainments. Abraham no nomad. See note on Genesis 11:28. 

Haran. Not the Haran of Genesis 11:26 above; but Charran (Acts 7:2, Acts 7:4), the frontier town of Babylonian Empire, devoted to the worship of the Moon-god. 

dwelt. Till he died (Genesis 11:32). 

Verse 32
died in Haran (Charran). With this Acts 7:4 agrees. Not seeing this, the Massorites wrongly marked Genesis 11:32 with an inverted Nun () as being a dislocation of the Text.

Canaanits . . . then in the land. It is evident that from Terah"s and Abraham"s call, Satan knew the line by which "the seed of the woman (Genesis 3:15) was coming into the world. In Genesis 6 he aimed at the whole human race. Now he aims at Abraham and his land. Here is the second explanation of the words "after that" in Genesis 6:4. He pre-occupies the territory ready to dispute the advance. The Canaanite "was then" = "being already" there (Compare Genesis 13:7). The progeny of the later attempt to corrupt the race had to be destroyed by the sword of Israel, as those "in the days of Noah" had been by the Flood. See App-23 and App-25.

14 Chapter 14 

Verse 1
came to pass in the days of. Hebrew v"yahi bemeyi : occurs 6 times (see App-10); always marks a time of trouble ending in blessing. Compare Ruth 1:1. Isaiah 7:1. Jeremiah 1:3. Esther 1:1. 2 Samuel 21:1 (Compare Genesis 14:14). 

in the days. Dated in the reign of a king of Babylon: the united forces led by a king of Elam. The Assyrian tablets show that Elam had conquered and overrun Babylonia. Amraphel reigned in N. (Shinar); Eri-Aku (Arioch), an Elamite prince, in the S. at Larsa (Ellasar), All the names here are found on one tablet. 

Amraphel = Khammurabi of the Tablets. Ammurapi is Amraphel transliterated. 

Arioch = Eri-aku of the Tablets, in which it is found that his mother was sister to Chedorlaomer. 

nations. The Tablet says "lie assembled the Umman-manda", or the barbarian tribes of the Kurdish mountains, and that he "did evil" to the land of Bel. The Assyrian tablets are therefore shown to be correct by their agreement with Genesis. 

Verse 2

divide. Fulfilled, Joshua 19:1. 1 Chronicles 4:39-43. Leviticus 25:32-34. Levi"s turned to blessing later, Exodus 32:26-29. Deuteronomy 10:8, Deuteronomy 10:9. 

Jacob. First occurance as used of the whole nation. 

Israel. See note on Genesis 34:7. Compare Genesis 47:27. 

Verse 8
Judah = Praise. Figure of speech Paronomasia (App-6). "Jehuda, Joducha ". 

bow down. Compare 2 Samuel 5:1-8 and Psalms 72:11. Philippians 1:2, Philippians 1:10. 

Verse 9
is. Figure of speech Metaphor. Rest of verse is Allegory. App-6. 

lion. See note on Numbers 2:32. 

Verse 10
sceptre. First occ Put by Metonymy (of Adjunct) for Him Who holds it. Septuagint and Targ read "ruler". See Numbers 24:17. Psalms 45:6. Zechariah 10:11. 

lawgiver. First occurance. Compare Numbers 21:18. Deuteronomy 33:21. Psalms 60:7; Psalms 108:8. Isaiah 33:22. 

from between his feet = from his posterity. Put by Fig, Euphemy (App-6). Septuagint and Targum of Onkelos read "from his thighs", i.e. "his seed". Compare Deuteronomy 28:57. 

until Shiloh come = until He, Shiloh, comes. So Aq., Sym., Syriac. Note the six Pentateuch titles: "Seed" (Genesis 3:15), "Shiloh" (Genesis 49:10), "Sceptre" (Genesis 49:10), "Shepherd" and "Stone" (Genesis 49:24), "Star" (Numbers 24:17). 

gathering. Hebrew. yikhah = obedience, submission (not kabaz, as in Jeremiah 31:10). Note the Structure of this verse (Alternation). 
a | The Sceptre shall not depart from Judah, a | Until He, Shiloh, come [Whose right it is, Ez. Genesis 21:27]
b | Nor a Lawgiver from his seed, b | And [until] to Him, [the Lawgiver, shall be] the obedience of the peoples. 

Verse 11
vine. So plentiful in Judah, that people were without care in such matters. 

wine. Hebrew. yayin (App-27). There was more than enough to lavish. 

Verse 14-15
Issachar. Original Orth = he bringeth reward; referring to birth, Genesis 30:18 (compare Psalms 24:5. Ecclesiastes 5:18. Esther 2:9, &c.) But here = a hireling. The prophecy is: "The hireling is the ass (or saddle-bearer) of strangers, Couching down among the folds; When he saw rest that it was good, And the land that it was pleasant:" &c. He preferred to pay tribute to the Canaanites rather than engage in the struggle to expel them. 

Verse 16
Dan shall judge. Figure of speech Paronomasia. App-6. Dan Jadin, Compare Genesis 30:6. Fulfilled in Judges 15:20. 

tribes. Hebrew sceptres (Genesis 49:10). Figure of speech Metonymy (of Adjunct). Put for ruler. 

Verse 17
a serpent. Beguiling to idolatry. The first tribe to do so. See note on Judges 18:30. Hence omitted in Revelation 7:4 (compare Deuteronomy 29:18-21. Leviticus 24:10-16; 1 Kings 12:30. 2 Kings 10:29). 

heels. Compare Genesis 3:15. Jeremiah 8:16, Jeremiah 8:17. 

Verse 18
salvation. Figure of speech Metonymy (of Effect). Put for Him Who brings deliverance from all the works of the old serpent (Isaiah 25:8, Isaiah 25:9. Matthew 24:13). See App-36. 

LORD. Hebrew. Jehovah. App-4. 

Verse 19
Gad. Hebrew. Gad gedud. Figure of speech Paronomasia. App-6. 

overcome him = "shall troop (or press) upon him, but he shall press upon their heel". 

Verse 20
Out of The Hebrew letter "m", which should end Genesis 49:19, making it "upon their heels", has been wrongly prefixed to the next word, "Asher", Genesis 49:20, thus making "Asher" begin "Out of", unlike all the others. It should read: "He shall press upon their heels, Asher, his bread shall be, "&c. The Revised Version rightly keeps the Hebrew letter "m" at end of Genesis 49:19, but repeats it at beginning of Genesis 49:20, thus translating it twice! 

bread. Put for all food. Figure of speech Synecdoche (of Species). App-6. 

Verse 21
let loose. Emphasis on freedom. he giveth = he it is that giveth. 

goodly words = song of Deborah. Judges 5:18. 

Verse 22
Joseph. Compare Deuteronomy 33:13-17. 

whose branches run over the wall = branches [it hath] each hath overclimbed a wall. 

Verse 23
sorely grieved. Compare Amos 6:6. 

Verse 24
God = One. 

Verse 25
the. Should be "El = GOD (with Samaritan Pentateuch, Septuagint, and Syriac) 

Verse 26
separate = or set apart. Hebrew. nazir, the consecrated one. 

Verse 27
ravin, &c. Compare the Benjamites, Judges 3:15. 1 Samuel 11:6-11; 1 Samuel 14:13-48. Acts 7:58; Acts 8:1, Acts 8:3; Acts 9:13, Acts 9:14, Acts 9:21; Acts 22:4-8. 1 Timothy 1:13. 

Verse 28
The sons collectively. See App-45. 

Verse 29
gathered unto my people. Figure of speech Euphemy. Put for "death and burial". See Genesis 49:33. See note on Genesis 49:33. 

with my fathers. Compare Genesis 23:9, Genesis 23:10; Genesis 47:30. 

Verse 30
bought. Compare Genesis 23:16. 

Verse 31
Abraham. The five previously buried there form an acrostic of the sixth. Isaac, Sarah, Rebekah, Abraham, Leah = Israel (Hebrews 11:13). 

Verse 33
yielded up the ghost. The spirit going to God who gave it (Ecclesiastes 12:7. Numbers 16:22; Numbers 27:16). 

gathered unto his people. Refers to body, as the previous gathering (Genesis 49:33) refers to his feet. See on Genesis 49:29. He was aged 147.

Verse 1
wept. See note on Genesis 42:24. 

Verse 2
Israel. See notes on Genesis 32:28; Genesis 43:8; Genesis 45:26, Genesis 45:28. 

Verse 3
for so, &c. Israelites never embalmed. Hence the need of this parenthetical explanation. 

Verse 4
Joseph spake. He could not speak before, for, in mourning, Egyptians never shaved, and Joseph, therefore, was not presentable. See on Genesis 41:14. 

Verse 5
digged. Hence, probably rock-hewn. 

Verses 7-10
And. Note the Figure of speech Polysyndeton (App-6), emphasizing each party. 

Verse 11
Atad. Probably named after the owner, as 2 Samuel 6:6, "Nachon"s"; 2 Samuel 24:16, "Araunah"s". 

Abel-mizraim = the mourning of the Egyptians. 

Verse 13
his sons . . . buried him. See note on Acts 7:16. 

bought. Compare Genesis 23:10. 

Verse 15
The final section of Genesis. 

Verse 17
Joseph wept. See note on Genesis 42:24. 

Verse 18
fell down. Compare Genesis 37:7-10. 

Behold. Figure of speech Asterismos. App-6. 

Verse 19
am I, &c. Figure of speech Erotesis. Septuagint reads "I am in the place of God". The Syriac and Arab, read "I fear God". 

Verse 20
God meant it, &c. Compare Psalms 105:17. Hebrew. Elohim. App-4. 

alive. See on Genesis 45:5. 

Verse 21
kindly. Hebrew spake unto their hearts. 

Verse 23
Machir. Compare Numbers 26:29; Numbers 32:39. Joshua 17:1. 

brought up, &c. Hebrew born. See Genesis 30:3, i.e., were adopted by him as soon as they were born. 

Verse 24
surely visit you. (Exodus 3:16.) Figure of speech Polyptoton. Hebrew "visiting will visit you"; used for great emphasis. See note on Genesis 26:28. This was the faith of Joseph referred to in Hebrews 11:22. He had "heard" (Romans 10:17) and believed what God had said to Abraham. Genesis 12:7; Genesis 15:18; Genesis 13:14, Genesis 13:15; Isaiah 26:3, Isaiah 26:4; James 28:13; James 35:12; James 48:1-4. All three names are united and discriminated in Exodus 2:24; Exodus 3:6. Psalms 105:9, Psalms 105:10. And compare Exodus 6:3, Exodus 6:4. Deuteronomy 11:21. Luke 1:72, Luke 1:73, &c. 

Verse 25
carry up my bones from hence. Which they did. See Exodus 13:19. Joshua 24:32. So Jacob had charged them. Genesis 49:29, Genesis 49:30, and so they had done, Genesis 50:7-13. 

hence. Some codices, with Samaritan Pentateuch, Septuagint, Syriac, and one printed edition (1494), add "with you". 

Verse 26
a coffin. Thus the book of Genesis begins with God, and ends with man. It begins with the creation of the heavens above, and ends with "a coffin in Egypt".
