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Commentator

Ethelbert William Bullinger AKC (December 15, 1837 - June 6, 1913) was an Anglican clergyman, Biblical scholar, and ultradispensationalist theologian.

He was born in Canterbury, Kent, England, the youngest of five children of William and Mary (Bent) Bullinger. His family traced their ancestry back to Heinrich Bullinger, the Swiss Reformer.

His formal theological training was at King's College London from 1860-1861, earning an Associate's degree. After graduation, on October 15, 1861, he married Emma Dobson, thirteen years his senior. He later received a Doctor of Divinity degree in 1881 from Archibald Campbell Tait, Archbishop of Canterbury who cited Bullinger's "eminent service in the Church in the department of Biblical criticism."

Bullinger's career in the Church of England spanned 1861 until 1888. He began as associate curate in the parish of St. Mary Magdalene, Bermondsey in 1861, and was ordained as a priest in the Church of England in 1862. He served as parish curate in Tittleshall from 1863-1866; Notting Hill from 1866-1869; Leytonstone, 1869-1870; then Walthamstow until he became vicar of the newly established parish of St. Stephen's in 1874. He resigned his vicarage in 1888.

In the spring of 1867, Bullinger became clerical secretary of the Trinitarian Bible Society, a position he would hold till his death in 1913. Bullinger was editor of a monthly journal Things to Come subtitled A Journal of Biblical Literature, with Special Reference to Prophetic Truth. The Official Organ of Prophetic Conferences for over 20 years (1894-1915) and contributed many articles.

Chronicles. Heb. name, Dibrei hayyamim = words of the days. Greek name, Paraleipomena = things omitted. Latin name, C hronicon ,from whence comes English title. Chronicles. These books belong toquite another part of the O.T., and do not follow in sequence on thebooks of Kings. See Appdx-1. They are, according to the Heb. Canon, the conclusion of the O.T.; and the genealogies here lead up to that of Matthew 1:1, and the commencement of the N.T. They end with the ending of the kingdom; and the question of Cyrus, "Who is there?" (2 Chronicles 36:23) is followed by the answer, "Where is He ?" (Matthew 2:2),and the proclamation of the kingdom by the rightful King and Hisforerunner. It begins with the first Adam and leads on to the "lastAdam". 

For the relation of Chronicles to Kings see notes ontitle "Kings" (p. 447); and for the parallel passages in Samuel andKings see Appdx-56. 

It deals with the kingdom of Judah, because Christ was proclaimed as the successor of David.

Amram. Some codices read "Hemdan" (compare Genesis 36:26). These names are more alike in Hebrew than in English.

Hadad. Some codices, with four early printed editions, read "Hadar". See note on Amram, 1 Chronicles 1:41.

dukes of Edom were. Read, "there arose chiefs to Edom", viz. These seem to have superseded the kings.

Ram. Christ"s genealogy traced through Jerahrneel. Called Aram in Matthew 1:3, Matthew 1:4. 

Chelubai = Caleb. Compare verses: 1 Chronicles 2:18, 1 Chronicles 2:42. 

Verse 10
Nahshon. He led the van of Israel at the Exodus. Compare Numbers 2:3, Numbers 2:9. 

children = sons. 

Verse 11
Salma = Salmon, who married Rahab (Ruth 4:21). He led on entry into Canaan. Compare verses: 1 Chronicles 2:50, 1 Chronicles 2:51. 

Verse 13
David. The different spelling of many of these names in the Hebrew is due to certain vowels being written out in full ("plene"). Where not written they are called "defective". The fact of this difference in Chronicles shows an independent origin. 

the seventh. Jesse begat eight sons (1 Samuel 16:5-11 and 1 Chronicles 17:12-14). Here seven are numbered and named, and David is the seventh and the youngest; the eighth may have died young and left no issue. While it was proper to mention the eight in the history, it is unnecessary to do so in the genealogy.

Zeruiah. Sister of David. Nahash (2 Samuel 17:25) may have been the father of Jesse"s wife. Otherwise, she and Abigail were half-sisters.

Jether. Compare 2 Samuel 17:25 (marg). Another name was Ithra.

Caleb the son of Hezron. The ancestor of "Caleb the son of Jephunneh" (Numbers 13:6, Numbers 13:30; Numbers 14:6, Numbers 14:24; Numbers 32:12; Numbers 34:19. Joshua 14:6, Joshua 14:14), who is distinguished from this Caleb in 1 Chronicles 4:15. This shows the present genealogy to be independent.

This proves those to be wrong who assume that the Caleb of 1 Chronicles 2:18 is the same as Caleb the son of Jephunneh (Bezaleel"s greatgrandfather), thus creating their own difficulty.

Verse 22
three and twenty. Increased afterward to thirty (Judges 10:4). 

Verse 23
Geshur. North-east of Bashan (Deuteronomy 3:14. Joshua 12:5. 1 Samuel 15:8). 

them: the Manassites. Compare Numbers 32:41. Deuteronomy 3:14. 

threescore cities. Compare Numbers 32:33. Deuteronomy 3:4. 

belonged to. Supply the Figure of speech Ellipsis (App-6) by inserting "took" instead of "belonged to". 

Verse 24
dead in Caleb-ephratah. Some wrongly affirm that this grandson of Judah must have died in Egypt. True, Hezron lived in Egypt, but did no one ever leave Egypt? Had he not heard of Abraham"s sepulchre and Jacob"s funeral? Had he no faith and no thoughts of God"s promises? The difficulty is created gratuitously. His death there gave the name to the place, afterward called Beth-lehem.

sons of Levi. These were not high priests.

Amminadab. His other name was Izhar, verses: 1 Chronicles 6:2 and 1 Chronicles 6:38.

Elkanah. A common Levitical name. Compare verses: 1 Chronicles 6:25, 1 Chronicles 6:27. 

Assir. Compare Exodus 6:24. 

Verse 26
the sons of Elkanah. Some codices, with Septuagint and one early printed edition, omit this second "Elkanah"; the Hebrew reads "his son".

the firstborn Vashni. Compare 1 Samuel 8:2, where the firstborn"s name "came to be" Joel. From 1 Chronicles 6:28 it seems to have been originally Vashni. From 1 Chronicles 6:33 he seems to have had two names.

service = the hands: hands being put by Figure of speech Metonymy (of Cause), for the work done by them. 

ark had rest. See 1 Chronicles 16:1, notes on 1 Chronicles 13:3, and Exodus 25:22.

dwelling place = tabernacle. Hebrew. mishkan. App-40. 

tabernacle = tent of meeting. Hebrew. "ohel-moed. App-40.

their brethren. Heman, from Kohath (Levi"s second son); Asaph, from Gershom (Levi"s eldest son); Ethan, from Merari (Levi"s youngest son). 

Merari. The youngest son of Levi (Exodus 6:16).

all manner of service. Compare 1Ch 23. 

God. Hebrew. ha-"Elohim (App-4), the [Triune] God 

Verse 49
Aaron and his sons. Compare Numbers 18:1-7. Leviticus 8:2. This refutes the assertions of some that the kings of Judah were allowed to offer sacrifices or burn incense. Compare 1 Kings 8:64. 

offered = burnt incense. Hebrew. katar. App-43. Compare Leviticus 1:9. 

altar of incense. Compare Exodus 30:7. 

most holy = holy of holies. See note on Exodus 3:5.

Ahimelech. So that Abiathar had a son named Ahimelech, who assisted him, as Hophni and Phinehas assisted Eli.

lot came forth. See notes on Exodus 28:30. 

Jehoiarib. The twenty-four courses took, and kept, the names of these first heads (verses: 1 Chronicles 24:7-18). Each officiated a week (Sabbath to Sabbath), and Zacharias belonged to the eighth (Luke 1:5). Compare Neh 12. Solomon appointed the same courses, which were continued by Hezekiah and Josiah. Only four returned from the Captivity (Ezra 2:36-39. Nehemiah 7:39-42; Nehemiah 12:1-21). Luke 1:5 shows that they must have been made complete.

the orderings = the appointments: i.e. the order in which they fulfilled their service was all of Jehovah.

captains of the host = the heads of the Temple service. This word "host" applied to Levites in Numbers 4:3. Rendered "service" (margin warfare) in Numbers 4:23, Numbers 4:30, Numbers 4:35, Numbers 4:39, Numbers 4:43; Numbers 8:24. 

Jeduthun. Probably another name for Ethan. See note on 1 Chronicles 16:41. 

prophesy with harps. Not "perform", or "render". The music therefore eminently spiritual. See note on 1 Chronicles 25:5.

six. Only five named. The sixth is Shimei (1 Chronicles 25:17). 

Verse 4
Giddalti. The fact that the meanings of these six names form a complete sentence in Hebrew is no more proof that this is a mistaken "obscure and ancient prayer", than that the chronicler has strung together a list of six names in order to form a sentence. What it shows is that Heman, in naming his sons, did so with this set purpose, as parents have often done since his day. The supposed prayer would read: "I have magnified, and I have raised up help; Sitting in trouble, I have spoken many oracles. "

the words of God. Not the words of man. None but Divine words used in Divine worship.

ward = charge. A word belonging to usage of Pentateuch. Compare 1 Chronicles 23:32.

David"s 600 (1 Samuel 23:13, &c.) divided into three of 200 each (consisting of ten subdivisions of twenty each, commanded by the "thirty"), commanded by the "three". The commander of the "thirty" was not one of the "three", but next below them. See notes on 1Ch 11and 2Sa 23.

Nehemiah 1:1; Nehemiah 2:8; Nehemiah 7:2. Daniel 8:2. The name for a Persian royal palace, which shows the date of these hooks. (See note on "drams", 1 Chronicles 29:7), and why it is found among the Kethubim, or later books (and not with the historical books); and why Daniel is there too (and not among the prophets). 

Verse 2
gold . . . silver . . . brass . . . iron. Put by Figure of speech Metonymy (of Cause), App-6, for what is made from them. The Figure of speech is completed by the words in italics. 

and. Note the Figure of speech Polysyndeton (App-6), to emphasize the fifteen gifts of grace (3 x 5, see App-10). 

onyx. Compare Genesis 2:12. Exodus 25:7; Exodus 28:9.

I have of mine own proper good = Seeing I have a treasure of mine own. Omit the word "which". 

mine own proper good. Hebrew only one word, segullah = personal treasure. Occurs only in Exodus 19:5. Deuteronomy 7:6; Deuteronomy 14:2; Deuteronomy 26:18. Deuteronomy 29:3. Psalms 135:4. Ecclesiastes 2:8. Malachi 3:17 (see margin). 

over and above. Compare 1 Chronicles 22:14.
