A minister once prayed that the Lord would revive His church. “You’re asking for the revival to start in the wrong place,” the Lord told Him. “Get the revival fires burning in your members’ homes and then your church will have a new glow.”

The “revival sermon outlines” in this collection were chosen to accomplish just that purpose. Selected from many sources, they have been compiled to provide preachers with a rich resource of biblical and topical messages. They are designed as “spring boards for sermons” to start a progression of thought and serve as a framework for the preacher’s own development of the subject.

    A.  Seeing these things are so, what manner of men ought we to be？

    B.  Surely when anyone unsaved comes to see what a Christian really is, he must desire to have these blessings, to be a new creature.

CASUALTIES OF EASE

Amos 6:1-7

Introduction

In this Scripture we are brought face to face with a tragic situation existing in Israel, also with the faithfulness of the prophet of God.

Here is described a people “at ease in Zion” in the face of gravest dangers.

    A.  Their pride (vv. 1, 2). They considered themselves “the chief of nations,” they trusted in their relation to “the house of Israel,” they rested in the strength of the “mountain of Samaria”—but they had about them examples of the nations which had been destroyed (v. 2).

    B.  Their presumption that they would never be called to judgment for their wickedness (v. 3).

    C.  Their indulgence in all manner of sensual pleasures and ease (vv. 4-6).

    D.  They were not grieved for the affliction of Joseph (v. 6)—had no concern for the interests of the Church of Christ or for the nation which was sinking into decay.

        They were “at ease in Zion”—careless, indifferent, unconcerned, lukewarm, blinded by this “ease” to the presence of gravest dangers. Judgment came—they were “casualties of ease.” How pertinent is this message to this day?

Ⅰ.  Consider the National Situation.

    Nations are threatened from without by terrorism and instability, from within by corruption and disease. We are in danger of losing our glorious liberties through “ease.”

Ⅱ.  Consider the General Church Situation.

    The loss of moral force, the loss of prestige, the loss of spiritual power among the peoples of the world. It is an inner weakness—a love of ease. There is a form of worship without heart devotion. The substance of religion is lost in the shadow. The spirit is lost in the letter. “A form of religion, but denying the power thereof.” Inability of the Church to challenge its membership to spiritual pursuits.

Ⅲ.  Consider the Local Church Situation.

    “At ease in Zion.” How difficult it is to stir us to consistent activity! We permit any trifling excuse to keep us from doing the work of God. We are torn with petty bickerings, hypocrisies; we are victims of selfishness, lovers of ease, unwilling to search our own hearts, or to have God search us to know our actual state before Him.

Here God’s Word—“Woe to them that are at ease in Zion!” Shall we heed His Word?

CHRISTIAN EXPERIENCE: Its Scope and Dimensions

For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus

The soul’s sublime experience is salvation by grace through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. The fullness of this gracious experience has a wide scope.

Ⅰ.  This Experience Has the Upward Reach

    “We are His workmanship.” We become new creatures in Christ by the grace of God (2 Cor. 5:17). It is the work of God the Father. The experience is with the Father, the Lord Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit. Faith must reach upward and take hold of the grace of God by faith.
Ⅱ.  This Experience Has the Inward Reach

    “Created in Christ Jesus.” In conviction the soul realizes it is in sin. In repentance it turns away from sin and by faith unto Christ. In regeneration the soul is made new in Christ and becomes a new creation with new hope, new desires, new thoughts, and new purposes, and new determinations.

Ⅲ.  This Experience Has the Outward Reach

    “Unto good works.” God has a purpose in salvation. The saved soul will reach out for others for Christ. It will desire to become a laborer with God for a lost world (1 Cor. 3:9).

Ⅲ.  The Reason for Help.

    “For we rest on thee.” The Lord expects us to believe in Him and trust Him and call on Him. We must abide in Him as the branch abides in the vine. He is the giver and sustainer of life and we must trust Him for every need. From Him comes every good and perfect gift, but we must rely on Him for the gifts. Depend on the Lord, trust Him, and He will sustain thee.

     B.  As an everyday truth. It is to us a “saying” or proverb.

     C.  As claiming your attention. “Worthy of all acceptation.”

         You must believe it to be true.

         You must appropriate it to yourself.

         You ought to do so, for it is worthy of your acceptance.

Ⅱ.  What Gospel Do We Preach?

     A.  The gospel of a person: “Christ Jesus.”

         He is the anointed of God: “Christ.”

         He is the Savior of men: “ Jesus.”

         He is God and Man in One Person.

 He died, and yet He lives forever.

         B.  The gospel for sinners.

             For such Jesus lived and labored.

             For such He died and made atonement.

             For such He has sent the gospel of pardon.

             For such He pleads in heaven.

         C.  The gospel of effectual deliverance. “To save sinners.”

             Not to half-save them.

             Nor to make them savable.

             Nor to help them to save themselves.

             Nor to save them as righteous.

             But to save them wholly and effectually from their sins.

Ⅲ.  Why Do We Preach It?

     A.  Because we have been saved by it.

     B.  Because we cannot help it, for an inward impulse compels us to tell of the miracle of mercy wrought upon us.

         Will you not believe a saying so sure?

         Will you not accept a truth so encouraging?

         Will you not come to a Savior so suitable?

A visitor to Rome says, “I was struck with the frequency with which the priests and other exhibitors of church curiosities use the phrase, “It is said”—on dit—when describing relics and rarities. They do not vouch for their being what they are reputed to be. ‘It is said.” Are they ashamed of their curiosities? Do they thus try to satisfy their consciences? They do not express their personal belief; but—it is said. Not thus do gospel preachers speak. That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you.”

There’s a powerful word in the text—it is the word “acceptation.” It’s all provided for you. It’s very much like a supper. You’ll find the table laid, and everything all ready. You’re not expected to bring anything at all.

I was once invited out to tea by a poor widow, and I took something in my pocket. But I’ll never do it again. It was two cakes; and when I brought them out and laid them on the table, she picked them up and flung them out into the street, and said, “I asked you to tea; I didn’t ask you to provide tea for me.” And so with Christ; He asks, He provides, and He wants nothing but ourselves; and if we take aught else, He’ll reject it. We can only sup with Him when we come as we are.

Luther says, “Once upon a time the devil said to me, “Marin Luther, you are a great sinner, and you will be damned!’ ‘Stop! Stop!’ said I; ‘one thing at a time; I am a great sinner, it is true, though you have no fight to tell me of it. I confess it. What next?’ ‘Therefore you will be damned.’ That is not good reasoning. It is true that I am a great sinner, but it is written, ‘Jesus Christ came to save sinners; therefore I shall be saved! Now go your way. So I cut the devil off with his own sword, and he went away mourning because he could not cast me down by calling me a sinner.”

A GOLDEN CHAIN OF BLESSING

Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits: Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; Who healeth all thy diseases; Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; Who crowneth thee with loving-kindness and tender mercies; Who satisfieth thy mouth with good things; so that they thy youth is renewed like the eagle’s (Ps. 103: 1-5).

Notice seven things in these verses that the Psalmist blesses God for:

Ⅰ.  Forgiveness. All, not some of, the past sins forgiven, and not only so, but forgotten. In the eleventh chapter of Hebrews, where we have recorded what faith has done, there is not a single word about the failures of these Old Testament saints. Why is this? Because, in the tenth chapter, God had said, “Your sins and iniquities I will remember no more.”

Ⅱ.  Healing. It is the privilege of the child of God to know, that He can, if He wills, heal us of all our bodily as well as spiritual diseases.

Ⅲ.  Redemption. Not only are our past sins forgiven, but we have deliverance from the power of sin, and soon from its presence.

Ⅳ.  Lovingkindness. Some people will do a kindness out of mere benevolence, but there is no love with it; not so with our Father. Recently, we saw an advertisement of a certain paper, which said it was the brightest, biggest, and best. Whether it is so or not, it is not for us to say; but we do know this, that our Heavenly Father gives the brightest, biggest, and the very best He has to give to us. Hence, in speaking, we have to get all the adjectives we can to express in some measure what He gives. His love is great love; His kindness is lovingkindness; His mercy is tender, great, plenteous, and everlasting.

Ⅴ.  Tender Mercies. These are not doles of charity, but mercies given out of His loving, Fatherly heart, by virtue of His Son’s work, and enjoyed in the Spirit.

Ⅵ.  Satisfaction. One of the Puritans has said that “man’s heart is a triangle, so that if the whole world were in it, there would be still three corners left unfilled.” But the believer has the work of Christ to satisfy his conscience, the word of the Father to assure his mind, and the presence of the Holy Spirit to fill his heart, so that there is not a single corner unoccupied.

Ⅶ.  Renewing. I remember a friend saying once, when going to a place to hold special meetings, “ We are looking for a revival”; and I replied that it showed they were in a bad state, as the Christian should live in a revival. Our inward man is, or should be, renewed day by day, not only when an evangelist is holding special meetings.

Ⅰ.  He Shuns Evil Companions

    A.  Here is a classification of the wicked; ungodly, sinners, scornful; that is, without God—opposed to God—and having contempt for God.

        B.  Here is a progression of depravity—walking, standing sitting.

Ⅱ.  He Delights in the Word of God.

    A.  The word “law” here stands fro divine revelation.

        1.  Show me a holy, God-fearing man, and I will show you one who loves the Bible.

        2.  And what a man loves he thinks about; and so we read, “In His law he meditates day night.”

Ⅲ.  He is Like a Tree Planted.

    A.  He is like a tree in his growth.

        1.  “Consider the lilies, how they grow.”

    B.  “A tree planted”—that is, a tree cared for.

        1.  Such a tree is fenced in to protect it from wild beasts.

        2.  It is staked to preserve it from the wind.

        3.  It is watered in the time of drought.

Three things are affirmed of the wicked man:

Ⅰ.  He Will Be Condemned in the Judgment.

A. “Shall not stand in the Judgment.”

1.  This does not mean that he will not be present; “for we shall all appear before the Judgment Seat of Christ”; but the word “stand” here is a law term, and means the same as to be “justified.”

Ⅱ.  His Companionship with the Righteous Will Terminate. 

    A.  “Nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.”

Ⅲ.  His End Will Be Destruction:

    A.  “The way of the ungodly shall perish.”

    B.  How much that means we do not know, but it is a doom that Jesus wept over, and from which He dies to save us.

REVIVAL SERMONS IN OUTLINE

HOW TO OVERCOME TEMPTATION

There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it (1 Cor. 10:13).

The apostle has just been warning against too much self-confidence; he now speaks against the opposite faults, too much downheartedness and despondency.

Ⅰ.  There Is a Precise Correspondence Between Strength and Trial.

    A.  The temptation is proportioned to the power of resistance.

    B.  Do not think there is something hard and heavy and worse than all the past to come: the burden is made for the back.

Ⅱ.  The Very Same Divine Act Makes Both the Trial and the Way to Get Out of It.

    A.  God allows us to be tempted only in the way of testing us, and He points a way of escape.

        1.  We are never brought into a blind alley; it is a thoroughfare, and we can get out if we please; with the Egyptians on this side, and the sea on that, God will clear the waters of the deep to make a may.

Ⅲ.  This Must Be So Unless God Make Himself a Liar.

    I wish to put it strongly. If it were not so, men would have a right to turn upon God and to say, “Thou hast deceived me.”

        God does not force His help upon us; but nothing will come to us that we shall not be able to baffle and beat, so long as we have His strength for ours.

THREE HUNDRED OUTLINES ON THE NEW TESTAMENT

JONAH: A JOURNAL OF GOD’S FORGIVENESS

Jonah 3:10; 4:9-11

The whole story of God’s amazing mercy and forgiveness is set out clearly in the Book of Jonah. It is a story in two parts, as follows:

Ⅰ.  The Mighty Work of God in Bringing Men to Repentance.

    God does not forgive until men confess and forsake their sins in genuine repentance. But He carries on a never-ending campaign to bring all men everywhere to repentance. Four things are told us in this Book of Jonah about God’s campaign to bring men to repentance:

    A.  God exercises great forbearance with sinful men—He forbears with them until their sins often mount up to the heavens (1:1, 2).

    B.  He sends a chosen messenger to warn men and call them to repentance (1: 1, 2; 3:1-4).

    C.  Finally, God puts great power and blessing upon His messenger, so that His call will prove effective in all men’s hearts (3:1-9).

Ⅱ.  The Great Mercy and Grace and Forgiveness of God Bestowed Upon Repenting Souls.

    The Scriptures tell us five things about this supreme transaction in mercy, when God forgave a whole heathen city, and brought it to sincere repentance:

    A.  God’s forgiveness was extended the very moment that He saw the unmistakable signs of repentance:

    B.  His forgiveness came from His great compassionate heart, just as Jonah had predicted before he left Palestine (4:1-3).

    C.  God’s forgiveness came in great contrast to Jonah’s grudging spirit of unforgiveness, as show by his grief for his gourd and his sincere wish that the repentant people of Nineveh might die in their sins (4:4-9).

    D.  God’s forgiveness was made greater in importance by His expressed desire to save the innocent—the 120,000 children in Nineveh who were not old enough to know their right hand from their left, “ and much cattle” (4:10,11).

    E.  Jesus later explained that God’s forgiveness of the people of Nineveh would be in decided contrast to His final condemnation (in the judgment) of the Jews who rejected Him and refused to turn from their evil ways (Matt. 12:39-42).

Psalm 51:12

This is called the Penitent Psalm. A careful study of it will reflect the past experience of the writer. He had done some great wrong. It will also betray the secret desire of the heart. It is filled with shame, remorse and concern. Let us see what the text reveals:

Ⅰ.  There Is Joy in Salvation.

     A.  There are two extreme views held about this. One is that salvation is a sane, cold-blooded, rationalistic thing, and one simply decides to quit some things and to begin doing other things. The opposite view is that salvation is all emption, shouting, weeping, screaming. Both views are extreme.

     B.  Joy accompanies salvation, but it is no part of it, nor is it always final proof of it. There may be salvation without it, and there may be joy without salvation. Do not be confused.

     C.  Joy is the natural response in the human heart to some extended favor. It often finds expression in human relationships; when we accept Christ, and believe His promises, and realize the blessings that are ours, who could keep us from being happy?

Ⅱ.  The Joy May Be Lost.

    A.  That is what had taken place in the heart of the psalmist. His prayer is a sad confession of it.

    B.  In essence salvation and joy are far apart: Salvation is from God, and joy is the human response. Salvation is eternal—joy is transient. Salvation is not affected by anything; joy is affected by everthing.

    C.  Joy is an unstable quality, rising, falling, overflowing and perishing utterly.

Ⅲ.  The Lost Joy May Be Regained.

    A.  For this the psalmist hungered and prayed.

    B.  But it cannot be found until the rubbish that covered it is removed, and the filth that stained it is taken away.

    C.  Joy is found in obedience, not rebellion. It is found in fellowship, not in discord. It is found in activity, not in negativity.

     C.  The successful merchant advertises his business to the world.

         1.  The  Christian will likewise ever be ready to give his testimony to win souls.

     D.  The merchant has great concern about the prices of goods and general state of the market.

         1.  The child of God will in like manner have deep interest about the affairs and state of Zion. 

     E.  The retail merchant keeps up a frequent correspondence with the great trading marts.

         1.  So with the faithful Christian.

             2.  He will be constant in prayer, and have correspondence with the divine Lord.

          F.  Merchants differ in talents, some with large and some with smaller gifts.

             1.  So with Christians; but all are to give service to the best of their ability.

          G.  The successful merchant accommodates himself to his customers.

              1.  The faithful Christian will always be on the alert to suit his words, acts, and influence to the best good of those around him.

           H.  A good merchant both dispenses and receives benefits.

               1.  He sells for the benefit of others, and receives profits himself.

               2.  So the useful Christian—he gives blessings to others and thereby receives benefit to his own soul.

            I.  How many earnest and faithful Christians will have their crowns bedecked with stars, and yet walk the golden streets with those they have led to Christ.

THE MERCY OF THE LORD

Ⅰ.  His mercy is great (Num. 14:18; Ps. 103:11; 145:8). It is great, because the Father is the Source of it; it is great, because of the price it cost before it could reach us, for sin had blocked up the way. The cost was the blood of Christ.

Ⅱ.  His mercy is enduring (1 Chron. 16:34, 41; 2 Chron. 5:13; 7:3, 6; 20:21; Ps. 106:1; 107:1; 118:1; 136:1 to the end; and Jer. 33:11). Having put His hand to the plough, He never looks back.

Ⅲ.  His mercy is plenteous (Ps. 86:5, 15; 103:8). He does not dole it out grudgingly, but showers it upon us abundantly.

Ⅳ.  His mercy is tender (Luke 1:78). He has mercy upon us, not as a judge, but as a Father.

Ⅴ.  His mercy is rich, or He is rich in mercy (Eph. 2:4). He keeps not the riches of His mercy to Himself, but, like Joseph, who gave of his abundance to his brethren, even so the Lord gives us of His fullness.

Ⅵ.  His mercy is saving (Titus 3:5). We should never have been saved if our salvation had depended upon ourselves; but He held out the scepter of mercy to us, as Ahasuerus did to Esther.

Ⅶ.  His mercy is abundant (1 Peter 1:3). It is not like a brook that dries up in the summer, but like the sea, which is unlimited. His mercy shall be as an attendant to accompany us (Ps. 23:6), and as an army to encompass us (Ps. 32:10).

NO CONDEMNATION

There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ

Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit (Rom. 8:1)

The truth here declared follows from the position taken up by Paul in the preceding portion of his epistle.

Ⅰ.  There is No Condemnatory Sentence in Execution Against Christians Now.

    A.  Believers in Jesus Christ still sin, and their sins are noticed by God, and God is displeased with them; but He does not treat them as criminals, but as children.

        1.  No sentence of condemnation is being executed outwardly and none is being executed inwardly.

        2.  Being justified by faith we have peace with God.

Ⅱ.  There Is No Sentence of Condemnation Recorded for Execution.

    A.  The disciple of Christ is not reproved but pardoned, and his pardon is full and complete.

        1.  In God’s book there is no recognition whatever of the sins He has forgiven.

        2.  He does not throw our sins on the surface of the sea to appear again like bread cast on the waters, but buries them in the depths.

Ⅲ.  The Absence of All Condemnation Is Accounted for by That Which Christ Is to the Soul That Relies Upon Him.

    A.  Christ is the Lamb of God that takes away the sin of the world.

        1. Simple trust appropriates the sin-offering. 

    B.  He is the High Priest who ever lives to make intercession for us, and faith in Jesus gives us a personal interest in that intercession.

    C.  But how may I know whether I am trusting the true Christ, the Christ of God?

        1.  The reality of our reliance on the Christ of God is proved by the character and style of our life.

        2.  Jesus Christ leads all His disciples to walk not after the flesh but after the Spirit.

THREE HUNDRED OUTLINES ON THE NEW TESTAMENT.

THE PARABLE OF THE NET

Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net…(that)

gathered of every kind: which, when it was full, they

drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into

Vessels, but cast the bad away…(Matt. 13:47, 50)

The parables of Jesus were calculated to interest all classes of persons: the laborer, the sower, the shepherd, and the fisherman. All had divine truth brought down to their understanding, and illustrated by the peculiarities of their several employments. In this parable the Savior represents the kingdom of heaven as like unto the net which being cast into the sea, encloses within it all kinds of fish. When it is full and brought to shore, the good are separated from the bad. So, says the Great Teacher, shall it be at the end of the world. The angels shall come forth and sever the wicked from among the just, etc. (vv. 49,50). Observe,

Ⅰ.  The State in Which Men Are by Nature.

    In the world, represented in the parable by the sea. The world as distinguished from the Church, like the sea is an element of restlessness and peril. A state of imminent danger to the best interests of the soul. In this state all unconverted men are found. Hence as the sea abounds with fish of every kind, so the world with sinners of all descriptions. Here are all the various grades of moral evil—from the self-righteous moralist to the vilest profligate, or daring blasphemer.

Ⅱ.  Observe the Only Means of Extricating Men Is by the Gospel.

    This is the net of the parable. Just as the net is adapted to enclose the fish in the sea, so is the gospel to save sinners.

    A.  It comes down to their circumstances of moral wretchedness. It recognizes them as fallen and perishing, and it contemplates their deliverance. It announces their ruin, and proclaims their help. It asserts their disease, and offers the healing balm.

   B.  It is adapted to the circumstances of all sinners. Like a large drag-net, it comprehends in its designs the rescue of all men. It embraces the wide world. It is addressed to every creature. It speaks to man as man, and reveals a Savior to every perishing sinner. Hence the commission given by Christ to the disciples (Mark 16:15).

   C.  The gospel exclusively is adapted to save sinners. It is God’s expedient, and replete with His unerring wisdom. It is the power of God to salvation to every one that believeth. Faith cometh by hearing it,  and salvation through faith. We know of no other means of men obtaining justification, holiness, and eternal life.

Ⅲ.  The Gospel Must Be Connected with Active Instrumentality.

    Thus the net must be employed. It must be cast into the sea. So the gospel must be preached. How can men hear without a preacher? Observe,

    A.  God has appointed the Christian ministry for this end. He called, qualified, and sent forth the apostles and evangelists to cast this net into the sea. To preach the gospel. He does so still. He raises up holy, benevolent, and zealous ministers to give themselves earnestly and devotedly to fishing for souls. Jesus says now, as in the days of His flesh. “Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men.” Observe.

    B.  That preaching the gospel is an arduous, laborious work. Few occupations involve more toil and fatigue, and self-denial, than that of the fisherman. Such also is the laborious calling of the Christian minister. He must be wholly given to it in heart, and holy desire for the good of souls. Instant in season and out of season. He must sacrifice the love of ease, and the honors and rewards of the world, and bear the cross of his Divine Master. He must tread in the self-denying steps of his blessed Lord. He must not shun to declare the whole counsel of God. He must bear the truth to men under all circumstances and at all hazards. The early preachers of the cross, as well as modern missionaries, hazarded their lives for Christ and His cause. Observe,

Ⅳ.  That the Gospel Cannot Possibly Be Preached in Vain. “The net cast into the sea gathered of every kind” (v. 47).

    Hence the intentions of the fisherman were answered. He did not empty his net in vain. So God has engaged that His Word shall not return uto Him void (Isa. 55:10, 11). The success of the gospel has been varied. Sometimes multitudes of men have been converted, as on the day of Pentecost. During the ministry of Wesley and Whitfield, and others. But in all ages and countries, where the cross has been lifted up, sinners have been drawn out of the world to Christ. It is so now, both is our own and in heathen lands. It shall be very successfully so, introductory to the millennial reign of the Savior (see Isa. 60:7, 8, etc.). Notice,

Ⅴ.  That All Brought into Christ’s Visible Church Are Not Converted Persons.

   The net enclosed “ of every kind.” Not only will the gospel save men of all ranks and ages, and conditions, but it will bring many into the outward kingdom of Christ, who are not regenerated, spiritual persons. Good and bad.

    A.  Many hypocrites, ad Judas, Ananias, and Sapphira, etc.

    B.  Many formalists, having only a name to live, etc.

    C.  Many inconsistent. Who run well for a season, but who are hindered, etc. Who make shipwreck, etc.

Ⅵ.  That in the Day of Judgment There Will Be a Complete Separation of the Righteous and the Wicked (see vv. 48, 49).

    A.  The period certified is when the net is full and brought to shore. When the gospel dispensation is consummated. The end of the world.

    B.  The agency is that of angels, the ministers of the divine judgments. See parable of the wheat and tares (v. 39).

    C.  The scrutiny will be exact. All the good will be gathered out. Every sincere believer will be recognized and exalted. Every hypocrite and unconverted person will be detected. Escape will be impossible.

    D.  The decision to the ungodly will be awful and final. “Cast away.” “Cast into the furnace of fire,” etc. (v. 30). Without hope—the subjects of weeping and wailing, and gnashing of teeth.

    E.  The salvation of the righteous will be certain. “Happy the people in such a case,” etc.

You praise the Father, praise the Son; why do you not praise the Holy Spirit? You speak of Him as “something!” The Spirit has been smothered in hundreds of our churches. Quench not the Spirit (1 Thess. 5:19). When fire burns, it purifies, and when purified, you are useful in the work of God.

THE THREE SALVATIONS

Ephesians 2:4-5; Philippians 2:12, 13; Romans 13:11

Ⅰ.  There Is a Past, a Present, and a Future Tense When We Conjugate the Word “Saved.” The believer has been saved, is being saved, and is t be saved.

A.  Salvation means deliverance—deliverance from some kind of danger or evil.
1.  In the first text it means deliverance from the guilt of sin.

2.  In the second from the power of sin.

3.  In the third from the penalty of sin.

B.  These three deliverances include pardon, nor do these two include the third.

    1.  Pardon does not include sanctification, not do these two include the third.

    2.  Each blessing is distinct from the others.

C.  We are not to rest content with the first, as we are too apt to do.

D.  Do you want the second, for deliverance from the thrall, the bondage of sin?

Ⅱ.  Let Us Examine More Carefully These Three Salvations.

    A.  The deliverance from Guilt.

      1.  “ There is no condemnation to them that are in Christ Jesus.” To the penitent one Jesus said, “Thy sins be forgiven thee.” In that sense, child of God, you have already been saved.

     2.  But Jesus added, “Go, and sin no more.”

And this brings us to the thought in the second text, namely,

    B.  Deliverance from the Power of sin.

C.  And what of the future hereafter?

   1.  “It doth not yet appear.”

   2.  “We shall be like Him.”

   3.  “He shall change these vile bodies.”

   4.  “When He shall appear a second time without sin unto salvation.”

Ⅲ.  There Is to Be a Final and Glorious Deliverance From the Power of Death and the Grave, and This Deliverance, this salvation, “is nearer than when we first believed.”

THE WARNING ARROWS

1 Samuel 20:22

Ⅰ.  The Story of the Arrows of the Text.

    It is an episode in the life of David. Saul’s hatred of the young warrior. Jonathan’s love for him. The stratagem for giving warning to the hidden David.

Ⅱ.  Quivers That Are Full of Warning Arrows. 

A. The Bible is one of these quivers.

It is full of these arrows. “The soul that sinneth.” etc. “Whatsoever a 

man soweth,” etc. “So then everyone of us shall give,” etc.

B. Every Gospel minister is such a quiver.

In olden times ministers were “hell-fire preachers.” Why? Not popular 

to do so now. But the minister must warn.

    C.  The providences of God in daily life are such quivers.

        The daily press furnishes the materials out of which to make these arrows. The embezzler, unfaithful trustee, dishonest politician, every wrongdoer’s story.

Ⅲ.  What These Warning Arrows Signify.

A.  These arrows signify present danger.

    That was the way Jonathan put his sign. The dam, the little water trickling through. “Condemned already.”

B.  These arrows signify the greatest friendship.

    Jonathan’s interest in David was at the peril of his life. Jesus says, “Am I your enemy?” etc. What friendship cost Him.

C.  These arrows signify a way of escape.

    In David’s case the arrow said, “Go thy way.” What is the way from eternal ruin? It is only through Jesus.

Ⅳ.  A Word to Those for Whose Sake These Arrows Are Shot.

Don’t delay, delays are dangerous.
