And F. B. Meyer has cautioned preachers that: “Many a empty sanctuary would revive if preachers were to realize that they are not called to spin webs out of their own vitals, but are stewards charged to divide wisely the Word of Life, and to bring forth from this treasury things new and old.”

It is the concern of the compiler that the use of these outlines will lead God’s people to truly experience what the psalmist wrote about in Psalm 95:6,7—“O come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel before the Lord our maker. For he is our God; and we are the people of his pasture, and the sheep of his hand.”

Napoleon Bonaparte once wrote: “If Socrates would enter the room we should rise and do him honor. But if Jesus Christ came into the room, we should fall down on our knees and worship Him.”

These outlines are not “crutches” for the preacher to lean on, but “springboards” to launch him into his own prayerful pursuit of Scriptural truth to share with his people in meaningful and heartfelt worship. It is the compiler’s prayer that the faithful proclamation of biblical precepts will bless preacher and people alike as they gather to “worship and bow down….”

THE BAPTISM AND FILLING OF THE SPIRIT

The baptism of the Spirit, from the standpoint of the Scripture record, is only connected with the events which center in and circle around Pentecost. Subsequent to the book of the Acts, whenever Spirit-baptism is referred to, the verb of the passage is in the past tense, its view being backward to Pentecost. The baptism of the Spirit, therefore, is a historically fulfilled event and is not to be repeated in this dispensation.

The present experience for Christian is, retrospectively, the baptism of the Spirit as accomplished at Pentecost in behalf of all believers, and, presently and prospectively, the filling, this last being made possible for the individual by the original Pentecostal baptism.

As to the filling of the Spirit, it may take place again and again, according to the need and in proportion to the demand. The filling, however, does not mean that we get more of God, but rather, that He gets more of us. Our part in the matter is a surrender, a first acceptance and a continued appropriation. His part is continued possession and constant utilization.

The verb and noun for worship occurs ten times in John 4, and means to kiss and fawn like a dog, and then as applied to worshipers of God, to prostrate oneself before another, to do homage, to reverence, to adore. The following points cover the use of pros-kilneo.

THE PARENTAGE OF JESUS

If Joseph, or any other man, was the father of Jesus, then He was not the Son of God, for, while thus He might have been filled with the Holy Spirit, and, in this sense, be reckoned “divine,” He could not, in any sense, be considered deity. The choice must be made, therefore, between Jesus with a natural fatherhood and Himself a sinful son of man; and to choose the latter is to lose Him who, as Son of God, had the right and power to offer sacrifice for sin and be the sinner’s Savior and Lord.

Concluding that God was the Father of Jesus and hence that His paternity was not a natural, but a supernatural one, the further conclusion inevitably follows that His mother must have been and was a virgin. Jesus then was both Son of God and Son of Man, His deity-attributes being derived from God His Father and His human substance, form and nature, from Mary His mother.

“He shall be great” (Luke 1:32)

This is one of the positive statements Gabriel gave to Mary regarding the Infant Christ. There are seven “shalt’s” and “shall’s.” The “shalt” of incarnation: “Thou shalt conceive”; the “shalt” of designation: “shalt call His Name Jesus”; the “shall” of exaltation: “He shall be great”; the “shall” of determination: “shall be called the Son of the Highest:; the “shall” of identification: “The Lord God shall give unto Him the throne of His Father David”; the “shall” of dominion: “He shall reign over the house of Jacob forever”; and the “shall” of continuation: “Of His Kingdom there shall be no end.” Christ is great in many ways.

Ⅰ.  “Great God” in Being.

    “Our great God and Savior” (Titus 2:13,R.V., margin). He is great in many ways. Great in Nature, for He is “Love”; great in Character, for He is holy; great in Name, for He is Jehovah; great in Creation, for His works declare His skill; great in Revelation, for He expresses the Father; great in Promise, for He is “yea and amen”; and He is great in Purpose, for He is the Sum of all things.

Ⅱ.  “Great Love” in Action.

    “Great love wherewith He loved us” (Eph. 2:4). To take only the setting of this statement, we see seven things love does among the many, namely, quickens in His life, saves by His grace, rises by His power, fashions us by His skill, makes us nigh by His Blood, reconciles by His Cross, and gives us access by His Spirit—2:4-18.

Ⅲ.  “Great Salvation” in Blessing—Hebrews 2:3.

    Salvation is at least a sevenfold blessing. God is its Author, Christ is its Embodiment, man is its object, the Holy Spirit is its Power, deliverance is its meaning, holiness is its fruit, and glory is its consummation.

Ⅳ.  “Great Mercy” in Grace.

    “Great is His mercy towards them that fear Him” (Ps. 103:11). Mercy is lovingkindness in action. Joseph’s lovingkindness to his brethren, David’s to Mephibosheth, Ahasuerus’ to Esther, Boaz to Ruth, the Good Samaritan to the wounded wayfarer, and Christ in His many acts of mercy.

Ⅴ.  “Great Power” in Operation.

    “Great is our Lord and of great power” (Ps. 147:5). See how His power is stated in Psalm 147. Ponder the setting of the words, “healeth,” “bindeth,” “telleth,” “lifteth,” “casteth,” “covereth,” “prepareth,” “giveth,” “maketh,” “filleth.” “sendeth,” “sheweth,” etc.

Ⅵ.  “Great Light” in Revelation.

    “People that sat in darkness saw great light” (Isa. 9:2). In all the religions of the world they only lead man to depend on himself in the fruitless effort to be good, and into the bogs of despair and the darkness of uncertainty; but not so with Christ. In Him is light to illuminate, life to quicken, love to inspire, liberty to free, bread to satisfy, joy to gladden, and power to be.

Ⅶ.  “Great Rock” in Protection.

    “Shadow of a great rock in a weary land” (Isa. 32:2). Weariness and woe in all around us. Sorrow and pain often distress us. Trials and temptations often haunt and harass us. Things often seem to go wrong, and we know not what to do. Then the  Savior is found to be all we need as we shelter beneath His protecting presence; and as we nestle under Him we realize the warmth of His heart, the power of His hand, and the sufficiency of His grace,

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DOORS

An old writer has said, “The Holy Spirit rides in the chariot of His Word.” If, therefore, we would have the Spirit of the Word, we must ponder the Word of the Spirit. The following references to some of the doors of Scripture a complete ring of truth, in which are found seven truths for our consideration in this worship service today.

Ⅰ.  Sin. Sin at the door.—“Sin lieth at the door” (Gen. 4:7).

    To have sin call at the door like a beggar is had enough, but to have it lying there like a wild beast is worse.

Ⅱ.  Substitution. Blood on the door.—“Take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts, and on the upper door post of the houses” (Ex. 12:7).

    “Christ our Passover sacrifice for us.” Proclaims Him, who has suffered in our stead, and who shelters us in consequence.

Ⅲ.  Salvation. Passing over the door.—“The Lord will pass over the door”. (Ex. 12:23).

    Lowth’s translation is very suggestive, “The Lord will spring forward before the door.” Since He stands between us and danger we are safe indeed.

Ⅳ.  Security. Preserved behind the door.—“The door of the ark….the Lord shut him in” (Gen. 6:16; 7:16).

    When the Lord shuts the door none can open it. It is significant that the first time the Hebrew word for atonement is translated, it is rendered “pitfh” in connection with the ark (Gen. 6:14). Christ is our Atonement to secure.

Ⅴ.  Sanctification. Nailed to door.—“Bring him to the door” (Ex. 21:6).

    The freed salve out of love to his master has his ear bored with an awl to the door (see margin of Ps. 40:6; and Isaiah 50:5).

Ⅵ.  Sentry. Sentinel before the door.—“Keep the door of my lips” (Ps. 141:3).

    If the Lord preserves the lips, no enemy shall open them to His dishonor, nor our shame.

Ⅶ.  Station. “Waiting at the posts of My doors” (Prov. 8:34).

    The believer’s attitude is that of prayerful expectancy, and faithful watching.
